The burn ban in unincorporated areas of Harris 
County also prohibits any outdoor open-burning, including the burning of: a bonfire, rubbish fire, campfire, trench fire, 
or other fire in an outdoor location when not contained.  “We have seen wildfire tragedies all across our great state this 
past week.  Our hearts go out to everyone who has been affected by them,” said Houston Parks and Recreation Direc-
tor Joe Turner.
